
TEN MERITS OF LEADERSHIP


There are ten fundamental qualities that God imparts to those He calls to positions of leadership in His Church. These qualities are sanctified by the Holy Spirit and personally exercised by faith through the daily operation of God-ordained experiences designed to develop His ministry servants. God’s leaders must be:

1.   LOVING- everything leaders do is motivated by love—love for God and love for others. They are known and identified by their love.

2.   EQUIPPED- leaders study God’s Word. They spend time in prayer—they make every effort to be in attendance at church meetings and ministry functions.

3.   AVAILABLE- leaders are not “untouchables”. They make themselves available to all, whether convenient or not. Jesus ate and drank with sinners, willing to spend time with one individual as much as with an entire congregation.

4.   DISCIPLINED- godly leaders exercise self control for the benefit of others, as not to be a stumblingblock to those weak in the faith. 

5.   ENCOURAGING- leaders encourage others even when they are going through difficult times themselves. Leaders encourage themselves in the Lord and do not become a burden to any.

6.   RESPONSIBLE- leaders are willing to take the blame and responsibility for their failures and others, and act accordingly with grace and humility in a spirit of repentance. 

7.   SUBMISSIVE- leaders humbly submit to those who are over them in spiritual authority and then others under their authority will also submit to them.

8.   HOLY- leaders live different than the world—they are separated unto God in holiness and service as examples to others how to live. 

9.   INTEGRITY- leaders strive to live a blameless life, free from offense—there is no hidden sin and no immoral or questionable habits or lifestyle that would dishonour Christ and His Church.

10. PUNCTUALITY- leaders are never late for appointments or events. They are sensitive to those who are waiting for them. They respect the schedules of others and make every effort to always be on time.
